In order to obtain a parking permit, a student must meet the following criteria: 

• Have a valid driver’s license. 
• Show proof of family auto ownership through valid insurance papers for the vehicle the student will be driving. 
• Provide payment of $100.00 permit fee. 

PERMITS 
Permits must be displayed on the rear view mirror at all times. 
Issued permits may not be sold, transferred, or duplicated. 
If a student changes vehicles during the school year, he/she must register the new vehicle immediately by bringing in new insurance 
papers to the Deans’ Office 
Replacements cost for lost permits will be $5.00 with subsequent increases for additional replacements. 

RULES TO FOLLOW 
• Students must enter and leave the school grounds in a safe, orderly manner.  No reckless or hazardous driving is tolerated. 
• The speed limit in school grounds is 10 miles per hour. 
• Once the school buses have started to line up and/or to move, no cars are allowed to cut in between buses and/or pass buses. 
• Students must arrive to school on time if they want to continue to park on school property.  The parking privilege will be 

revoked if a student arrives late to school more than 8 times per quarter without a refund. 
• Students are to park in the designated student lots only. 
• Students are not to sit in a car during the school day or during any school activity.  They are to enter the building immediately 

upon arrival. 
• Smoking is not allowed on school property 
• The school is not responsible for list, stolen and/or vandalized property. 
• Any student with tardy four times in a 3 weeks period, cutting class (including lunch/study hall) and/or leaving campus runs 

the risk of losing campus parking privileges. 
• If a student is unable to drive his/her registered car to school in any given day, the student must obtain a temporary 

parking pass in the Deans’ Office prior to driving the vehicle on campus.  The car must be registered to a member of 
your family. 

• Parking a vehicle on campus entitles a school official or police officer to search the vehicle upon reasonable suspicion 
that a school rule/regulation has been violated. 

• A Parking permit may be revoked at any time due to disciplinary matters without return of permit fee.
